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PASTOR’S PERSPECTIVE

For the past thirty-eight years, there has been an
annual campaign seeking financial support for the many
ministries and outreach services of the Roman Catholic
Diocese of Rochester, known as the Catholic Ministries
Appeal. It also supports the on-going work of ministry in
all parishes in our diocese.

By now, you should have received Bishop Matano’s
letter inviting your support of this year’s Catholic
Ministries Appeal. The bishop begins his letter with the
following words, which I know are very sincere and
spoken from his heart:

“Let me begin this letter by expressing my deep
sorrow for the suffering endured by you and all our
faithful due to the news in recent weeks concerning
sexual abuse of minors by clergy, such as detailed in the
Pennsylvania Grand Jury report. Reports surrounding
Archbishop Theodore McCarrick also are deeply
troubling. In my recent pastoral letter to the faithful of
August 20th, I renewed my commitment to ensure a safe
environment for all and to work unceasingly to help those
who suffered abuse to heal.

At the same time, we must continue the mission our
Lord has entrusted to us to serve our sisters and brothers
who seek our assistance. In fulfilling the Lord’s
command to love one another, we must continue fo seek
the light of Christ, to strive to deepen our faith and trust
in Him who blesses us so richly and asks that we share
our blessings to help our sisters and brothers in Christ.”

I believe it is important to remember the work of the
Church must continue even in the middle of the current
crisis. Despite the current events, the needs and work of
the Church continue. This appeal supports ministries
offered beyond individual parishes, such as chaplaincies
at colleges and universities, hospitals, prisons, vocations,
the many services offered by Catholic Charities,
especially the poor, the immigrant, and those who have
mental challenges. The appeal funds support services
that parishes throughout the diocese rely on every day,
such as faith formation and Catholic Schools, technology
support and diocesan internet, financial services, parish
support ministries and pastoral planning.

When Jesus called us to share in extending His
mission in the world, He gave us gifts of time and
energy, skills and resources to assist in the building of the
Church. Without financial support, we could never
adequately care for the aging, feed the poor, maintain our
churches, and the many other aspects of pastoral care
needed by our people. The only real means of support
the church has is through its members.

I strongly encourage you to view the Catholic
Ministries Appeal video that is available at the diocesan
web-site, dor.org. As we have done in the past years, we
will show this video during Mass later this month. If you
did not receive information on the Catholic Ministries
Appeal through the mail, envelopes are available in the
church vestibule.

Where Does the Food Go...

In the vestibule of our Church, there is a food cart to
collect donations of food for those in need. All this food
is given to the Horseheads Food Pantry which is located
in the Horseheads Presbyterian Church Annex. This
pantry began back in 1982 and was originally located in
St. Matthew’s Episcopal Church in the Village of
Horseheads. Several years ago it moved and became
housed in its present location. The pantry is supported by
seven Christian churches: Breesport Methodist,
Community Wesleyan, First United Methodist,
Horseheads Presbyterian, Pine Valley Methodist, St.
Mary Our Mother Catholic and St. Matthew’s Episcopal
churches.

The pantry serves the families of the Horseheads
school district, Elmira Heights, and the outlying rural
areas such as Erin, Breesport and Montour Falls. Its
clients are generally able to receive food once a month,
but are able to receive more often in emergency or
extenuating circumstances. Most of the food given out is
food that is donated through voluntary collections at each
of the churches, and occasionally by other organizations.
Some other food items needed, but not necessarily
donated, can be bought from the Food Bank by the pantry
with donated funds. It is also through this pantry that we
at St. Mary Our Mother obtain access to the families and
individuals whom we serve through our Christmas
Basket program.

The Horseheads Food Pantry has two co-directors,
Kathy McNulty and Janice Kinney, who have been doing
this for many years. Monetary donations can be brought
or sent to the Horseheads Food Pantry at Horseheads
Methodist Church, Westinghouse Road, Horseheads. If
you encounter people in need of help, please share this
information with them. The pantry is open on Tuesdays
and Thursdays from noon to 2:00 p.m. Also, remember,
you are welcome to visit the pantry and look around
during these hours. We thank our parishioners who have
been supporting the pantry with their donations of food
and funds.
