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SEVENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

This Sunday, Jesus continues His challenging Ser-
mon on the Mount. "Love your enemies, do good to
those who hate you, bless those who curse you, pray
for those who mistreat you. Give to everyone who
asks of you, and from the one who takes what is yours
do not demand it back." Words like these are challeng-
ing! Many of us have grown up in a culture of inde-
pendence and retaliation against those who harm us.
Today's Gospel reminds us that the way of the world is
not necessarily the way of the disciple.

In many spiritual texts, saints describe the first
stage of the spiritual life as mercenary love of God.
That is, we love Him because He "pays" us with graces
and good things. Consider for a moment, why do you
do the good that you do? Take volunteering, for exam-
ple, how often do we talk about the good feelings ser-
vice evokes and how you "get so much more than you
give." This is still based on an attitude of return on our
investment. Would we volunteer if we knew it was
good to do, but we didn't "feel" good afterward? What
if the people we helped seemed ungrateful, or if some-
one at the food pantry stole $20 out of our purse? It
can be difficult to love people when we think we might
not get anything back. "For if you love those who love
you, what credit is that to you?"

As Christians, we are called to imitate God. We
follow a God who loves not only His closest friends,
but who loves betrayers, deniers, and crucifiers. The
Christian walk is one of perseverance and sacrifice.
What does your love look like?

More About Rice Bowl

Last year was the first year that we came together as
a parish to participate in the Rice Bowl. Our goal was
$3,600 and we collected just over $3,500 of which $876
went to the Horseheads Food Pantry. In addition, we
were able to support development programs that
benefitted our brothers and sisters in Iraq, Nicaragua,
Burkina Faso, Haiti, and Malawi through CRS. This was
a wonderfully generous response by our parish during
Lent 2018.

This year, let us try to achieve the $3,600 goal to help
our neighbors locally through the Horseheads Food
Pantry and to fund development programs in Guatemala,
Uganda, Sri Lanka, Sierra Leone and Gaza. There are
educational materials that go home with the “rice bowls”
that help us learn about the needs of the people in the five
nations that are being served. The children in our school
and religious education classes will be learning about
these people that we are aiding this year.

In addition to the funds raised, the program calls us
to pray for all those whom CRS serves. Please plan on
making CRS Rice Bowl your family’s Lenten project.
Rice bowls will be available next weekend, March 2nd
and 3rd.

I sometimes spend more money than I should. I make
decisions based upon my wants and not my needs. Those
actions can create a financial difficulty or circumstance
where more sacrifice is needed. Instant gratification or
selfish impulses can create havoc in one's bank account,
marriage, or family. All these issues to deal with simply
because | wanted what I wanted and I got it. Yes, it sounds
like the actions of a child.

However, I know I am not alone. We all can easily
find ourselves acting in this manner. This is why it struck
me to listen once again to the words of Jesus when he says,
"Do to others as you would have them do to you." The
words are reminiscent of another of Jesus' phrases, "Love
your neighbor as yourself."
